	You need a Windows computer with Windows Live Movie Maker, a microphone, and a digital still camera.
	You need a Macintosh computer with iMovie, a microphone, and a digital still camera.

	Plan the photos you are going to capture and write a script.

	Create a folder on your desktop called “My_Project”
	Create a folder on your desktop called “My_Project”

	4.
	Capture the photos and/or use an online source like iStockPhoto.com and save them to the “My Project” folder.
	Capture the photos and/or use an online source like iStockPhoto.com, importing them in iPhoto.

	5.
	Record the script audio using Audacity and save the exported audio to “My Project” folder.
	Record the script audio using GarageBand or Audacity and save the exported audio to “My_Project” folder. (You may skip this step and record the audio later from within iMovie using the microphone icon.)

	6.
	Copy the photos and voice over audio to “My Project”

	Start Windows Live Movie Maker.
	Start iMovie.

	8.
	Drag the photos into the project and arrange them into the sequence you want.

Use the “Project” > “Aspect ratio” to select either “Widscreen” or “Standard” as appropriate for your photos.
	Create a new project called “My_Project” and add the video to it. 

“File” > “New Project…” with “No Theme”

Set aspect ratio to wide (16x9) or standard (4x3) as appropriate for your photos.

Navigate to your photos by clicking the camera icon and drag your photos over to the project in the sequence you want.

	Add the voice over using the “Add Music” option.
	Drag the voice over file from the “My_Project” folder into the project.

	Adjust the timing of the photos to match the voice over.

	Add and edit a title.
