	Copy the video on the camera from the “DCIM > 100MEDIA” folder to the “MyMovie” folder. The highest numbered one is the most recently recorded.

	Eject the camera using the green check to “Safely Remove Media”
	Using Finder, eject the camera with the eject button beside the device name.

	Start Windows Live Movie Maker.
	Start iMovie.

	9.
	Drag the video into the project. 

Use the “Project” > “Aspect ratio” to select either “Widscreen” or “Standard” as appropriate for your video.
	“File” > “Import” > “Movies…”

	Save the project to the “MyMovie” folder.

	Trim the video if needed.
	From the “Event Library” select your video. Highlight the portion you want. Click and drag the selected video into your project.
